CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today complaining of hemorrhoidal pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient and wife stated that he developed hemorrhoids two to three days ago and it was painful. Today, it is less and he used cortisone cream with some relief. There was no bleeding. The patient had this a few months ago and also he stated that several years ago he had surgery done.
The patient has some constipation, but not all the time and he uses MiraLax powder.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, blood in the stools, or leg swelling or calf swelling.
OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
