The patient is seen today after seeing an orthopedist yesterday through Workmen’s Comp. X-rays were obtained of left shoulder and she was recommended to get physical therapy and to follow up in one month as needed. Recommended light duty, not to lift more than 10 pounds 8 hours a day with the left arm. X-rays were reviewed. The patient states that she is doing some better with driving special needs bus with automatic transmission, new bus with also monitoring the bus to help her with kids.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Unchanged. 
Physical therapy will be ordered. The patient was given Motrin refill to take as it has helped her in the past, but she had to pay for it herself. She requests additional refills. We will continue work restrictions as above per orthopedist. Follow up in one month for further evaluation and follow up with orthopedist as needed. Remainder of physical exam is essentially within normal limits.
FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Followup of left shoulder injury with multiple evident injuries as above. 
We will see response to physical therapy with further orthopedic evaluation as needed.
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
