The patient is seen today with complaints of irritation to his penis for the past several days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
MEDICATIONS: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: With complaints of headache today with history of occasional headache.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Genitalia: Slight irritation to urethral os of penis without tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Urethritis, balanitis of penis, and tension headache.
PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Cortisporin ointment applied to penis with followup as needed and to take ibuprofen for headache with further evaluation if worsens.
