H&P:
This is a 65-year-old male who was in the hospital and then he needed to be transferred here because he was not able to take care of himself.  He lives with his nephew and sister who are primary care takers and the patient was in the hospital because he had PEG tube inserted and suprapubic catheter.  He needs total care and it was becoming very difficult for the family to take care of him because of incontinence and sometimes not eating enough.  The patient had significant amount of secretions and then he was transferred here for further care.  He is comfortable now.  He is able to eat and PEG tube is being used to supplement the nutrition.
PMH:
Significant for neurofibromatosis, stroke, hypertension, depression, and anxiety.
FH:
Noncontributory.

SH:
No smoking.  No alcohol use.  Lives with his nephew and sister.
ALLERGIES:
None.

MEDICATIONS:
As per attached list.

ROS:
As per history of present illness.

PE:
The patient is conscious, alert, awake, oriented x 2-3 and hemodynamically stable.

HEENT:  Head is atraumatic and normocephalic.  Pupils are equal and reactive to light.

NECK:  Supple.  No JVD.

HEART:  S1 and S2 regular.  No gallop.

LUNGS:  Bilateral fair air entry.
ABDOMEN:  Soft.  Nontender.  He has PEG tube and suprapubic catheter.
EXTREMITIES:  No pedal edema.

CNS:  Detailed exam is not possible, but moving all the extremities.
LABS & HOSPITAL RECORDS:  Reviewed.

A:
Dysphagia with PEG tube feeding, tracheostomy, suprapubic catheter, multiple sclerosis, major depression, and history of stroke.
P:
The patient had acute life threatening event for which he was admitted to the hospital and then after that he needed to be transferred here for rehabilitation.  Significant amount of time was spent reviewing the patient’s medical records including labs, imaging, reviewing plan of care with nursing and rehab team.  The patient still has significant amount of secretions.  He is able to eat well.  His suprapubic catheter is functioning well.  PT is seeing him as well.  We will continue to monitor him closely.
