PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.

Blood pressure 141/95.
Pulse 87.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.1.

RECTAL: Penis, glans penis is mildly erythematous macules approximately 0.8 cm. No discharge. No bleeding. No edema. No erythema. Testicular is no effusion. No tenderness to palpation. No erythema.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Tinea pedis (improved).

2. Pruritus (improved).

The patient was reassured and advised to continue the medication. He was strongly encouraged at night when he sleeves to sleep without underwear so lesion can be air dried once he apply the medication. He states he understands and will comply.
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
