History: Ms. Chapman made emergency visit. Ms. Chapman had called ambulance at home because she was having problem with shortness of breath. The ambulance staff examined her and told her she was congested and to make an appointment with the primary care physician and hence her daughter called our office and made an emergency appointment. The patient usually does not come to see me, she usually sees the cancer doctor or any other specialist that she is going to. So, I have seen her after a while. She states she goes for chemotherapy every two weeks on Friday. She states the cancer doctors are aware still of a small residual open wound on her buttocks like a bedsore, but the patient was today awake, alert and oriented, very talkative, and would go into coughing spells. The patient’s vital signs were stable. Her oxygenation was 97% and she was afebrile. The way she was coughing she is very congested and has acute bronchitis and I have suggested the patient use over-the-counter Robitussin cough syrup. I have given her amoxicillin.
Allergies: The patient is allergic to SULFA.
I also gave her prednisone 10 mg three times a day for three days to reduce the phlegm that is making her cough and make her comfortable. The patient understands plan of treatment. I have advised her to come and see me if she is not feeling better.
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
