HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 9-year-old little girl. She is here as a followup to an office visit on 04/10/23 and 04/11/23. She was originally diagnosed with ear infections, acute sinusitis and a cough. We had given her amoxicillin and Bromfed and that was on 04/10/23. A day later, her cough seemed to be having a bit of worsening and she came back to see us. At that point, the other provider here had also given steroid, Pediapred and albuterol for nebulizer treatment. In combination with the antibiotic, these are the medications seemed to have improved her quite a bit. She does not have any coughing spells any more. The patient as well as the mother see big improvement and are satisfied with the progress.

So no other new issues brought forth. We are here and just following up on the prior visit making sure that she is progressing well.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: As above.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and siblings.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is delightful little girl, alert and oriented, interacts well through the exam today.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 107/68. Pulse 95. Respirations 16. Temperature 97.8. Oxygenation 98%.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area, no erythema significant. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs.
Remainder of this exam is unremarkable.

LABORATORY DATA: Also on the 10/11/23, we did a chest x-ray and it was clear. Once again, this patient has shown significant improvement.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Cough, upper respiratory infection, and acute pharyngitis, all responding well. The patient continues on the antibiotic steroid and nebulizer treatment. No new medications will be needed today. Once again, she is going to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, monitor symptoms and to monitor for improvement. If there are any issues, mother will call.
