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1. AV, 3-year-old child with fever throwing up, shortness of breath, treated with nebulizer treatment with albuterol. Chest x-ray negative. Swab test negative. Sent home with diagnosis of URI on albuterol, azithromycin and prednisolone. The patient is doing much better today. Happy with the care received.
2. RP, is a 48-year-old male with head, back and neck pain after motor vehicle accident. X-rays were done. C-spine and L-spine only spasm was noted. Otherwise, it was clear. Sent home with Flexeril and Motrin 800 mg. The patient was happy with the care received.
3. LM, 5-year-old with 1 cm laceration on the leg. This required closure. Family was happy that the doctor handled the chart so well. It is healing already. No infection.

4. JP, is a 12-year-old with abdominal pain. Vitals stable. Mainly it was sore throat, upper respiratory tract infection and headache. The doctor states that there is “no abdominal pain”. Swab test negative. Urinalysis negative. Treated with Polytussin, sent home, left message for family to call me.
5. David Nunn, is a 63-year-old gentleman with eye pain, redness, swelling with conjunctivitis and foreign body in the right eye. This was removed. Treated with Cipro and Keflex. BT was given. He is already doing better as the wife states he was very happy with the care received.

6. BM, is a 43-year-old woman seen for stomach pain, bloody diarrhea. Definitely has external hemorrhoids per doctor’s exam. She also has a positive hCG. H&H was 10 and 30. Chemistry okay. The patient was given Toradol and ultrasound of the uterus showed small gestational fat, possible small yolk sac. Recommended repeat ultrasound in three days and hCG quantitative. The patient was happy with the care, but she states she has no pain and does not care about going anywhere else to see about her pregnancy. She is more concerned about the hemorrhoids and the pain associated with it. We recommended going downtown to *_________* for further evaluation. The patient states she is looking to it.
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7. CH, is a 3-year-old female with cough, congestion, and shortness of breath. No vomiting. Vital signs were stable. Positive strep. Diagnosed with otitis media, asthma, and streptococcal pharyngitis. Treated with Amoxil and prednisone. Sent home. Family was very happy with the care received.
8. JS, is a 9-year-old male feeling dizzy and weak after much discussion by Dr. A. Police was called because apparently there is abuse going on at school and lots of bullying and the patient subsequently was sent home and family was happy with the care that was received especially with the care by Dr. A and how much she cared.

9. WH, is an 18-year-old with shortness of breath, was seen earlier with middle mediastinum at Liberty/Dayton Emergency Room. Dr. A repeat the CT scan. The CT scan showed the same thing. The patient’s CT scan was compared with CT scan at Dayton. There was no significant change. Blood sugars 355. Dr. A treated the patient with insulin. He is a diabetic by the way. No sign of DKA. Chemistry and CBC was okay. This time, he decided to wait and be transferred to Chandler Regional Hospital and that is where the patient ended up. I called the patient but no one answered.
10. MR, is a 68-year-old woman with high blood pressure 188/101. Chemistry was within normal limits. CBC, EKG, troponin, and chest x-ray negative. The patient’s blood pressure was improved before sending the patient home. The patient was continued with the same medications at home and to call her physician and I was not able to get her on the phone.

11. SR, 9-year-old child with private area hurting. Testicular pain was noted all day getting worse. UA shows leukocytes and phimosis on the exam and testicular ultrasound negative. Sent home with antiinflammatories. Left message for family to call me.
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
