PRESENT ILLNESS: Fever of 102 with cough, congestion, and pulling at her ears for the past day with apparent sore throat for the past three days.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient is in no acute distress. Vital Signs: Temperature of 100.2, given ibuprofen. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Erythema of the tympanic membranes, right and left. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
DIAGNOSES: The patient was diagnosed with otitis media right and left and upper respiratory infection.
PLAN: Given prescription for amoxicillin and Histex PD drops as requested by mother with negative flu and strep testing. To follow up as needed here and to see pediatrician for routine care as well.
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
