History: Ms. Sifuentes saw pulmonologist in February 2023 and he advised her to continue the oxygen at night. We have sent her Fosamax for her osteopenia to the Long-Term Pharmacy which the patient then stated that she does not get all her medicines filled there; she only gets it from Boonville Road Walgreens. So, the Long-Term Pharmacy has not sent her medicine yet. So, another prescription was sent to Walgreens on Boonville Road. The patient’s medication list reviewed and medication list reconciled.

Labs of 03/13/23 discussed with the patient. The patient’s A1c is 6.6, LDL is just 72. She is not anemic. Her thyroid is good. There is no proteinuria.
The Patient’s Diagnoses: The patient’s diagnoses over years are multiple.
1. There is diagnosis of immunodeficiency due to conditions classified elsewhere, D84.81. I think the patient does have because the patient has first multiple chronic conditions and had a very severe COVID-19 infection.
2. The patient does have mild nonproliferative diabetic retinopathy without macular edema in the left eye and no further treatment is suggested per eye doctor. The diagnosis is E11.3292.
3. The patient has type II diabetes mellitus and has had bilateral cataract surgery done. So, the patient does not have diabetic cataracts at this time.
4. The patient does have history of type II diabetes mellitus with diabetic polyneuropathy and I am referring the patient to a podiatrist.
5. The patient’s body mass index is extremely high; as noted in the chart, her BMI today is 46.
6. The patient had a QuantaFlo result of 0.73 for diagnosis of peripheral vascular disease. However, further workup by cardiac surgeon who treats peripheral vascular disease reveals she does not have any peripheral vascular disease.
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
