4. Kidney cancer.
He states his blood pressure has been going up a little bit because he is trying to teach 5th and 6th grade subjects to kids with problems as a substitute teacher and they are very unruly and misbehaving and saying bad words all the time. He states that raises his blood pressure. The patient has kidney cancer. He had some surgery to remove malignant kidney cysts in MD Anderson and now is being followed there. His creatinine always runs sort of little bit high from 1.30 to 1.44, but most recent creatinine of 03/21/23 is 1.18 which is good and BUN 17. He is also advised an abdominal ultrasound by Dr. Vasudev. The patient is not taking any Kombiglyze, Bystolic or Viagra. Today, medicine added is metoprolol ER succinate 25 mg a day. I gave the patient copies of his labs. His eGFR after doing cysts is 67%. His size cystatin C is 1.1. His vitamin D level is 44. His PTH is 40. His sugar is 142. Because of the patient’s multiple problems, the patient prefers to see me at least once a month to see if any changes needed to be done. His A1c is 6.6 and he had eye exam done in September 2022, that shows no retinopathy. He is going to get the ultrasound of abdomen done and seen in the office in a month.
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
