HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 9-year-old little girl. Mother brings her in today because she had been trying to cut her toenail on her right great toe and she also happened to cut part of the skin at that area as well and part of the nail she pulled to the more proximal area and stated that it was bleeding quite a bit. Once again, this was a week ago and now there has been a subsequent infection that has developed.
Also, some flaking of the skin at that area as well.

No other issues. No nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. No upper respiratory issues. No GI issues. The patient is not taking any medications for relief. Symptoms are better when she wears her Crocs rather than a tie up shoes with shoe laces as this type of shoes tend to rub against her wound on that right great toe. She will need a note for school to allow the Crocs to be worn as well.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for any secondhand smoke. Lives with mother and father.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 125/78. Pulse 68. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.3. Oxygenation 99%. Current weight 116 pounds.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Mildly obese, soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: Examination of that right great toe, there does seem to be some excoriation at the lateral side of the right great toe. Part of the nail is missing, just a small sliver of the nail that has gone. There is subsequent infection present. However, there is no discharge. It is evident that she will need an oral antibiotic as well as antibiotic cream to be applied.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Infection to the right great toe with minor cellulitis with excoriation and minor exudate, nothing profuse.

2. The patient will need Bactroban ointment to be applied to the wound with dressing changes and also amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL, 10 mL p.o. b.i.d. for 7 days, 140 mL.

3. The patient is to monitor her symptoms. Return to clinic or call if needed.
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
