HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 10-year-old young man; apparently, last night, he had an episode where he had fever over 101 up to 103 mother said. He broke the temperature through the night with night sweats. This morning, he is waking up feeling fine. He also had some ear pain three days ago.
He also complained of cough several days ago.

Upon examining him today, the patient tells me he is feeling fine. No issues to complain about today. He is not currently taking any medications for relief of the symptoms last night other than an antipyretic and once again feeling well today.
Upon having high fever last night, mother had decided not to wake him up for school today and that they would just let him sleep in and he is needing a note for school for tomorrow.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Bilateral ear tubes.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Symbicort, albuterol, and Singulair.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is smiling. He looks white eyed and full of life and energy.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 100/55. Pulse 87. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.3. Oxygenation 97%. Current weight 65 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: Within normal limits. There does not appear to be any erythema. No strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of this exam is unremarkable.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Viral illness, short-lived in nature. He only had this as a 24-hour bug. The patient is feeling much better this morning. In fact, he offers no complaint currently.
2. Therefore, no medications will be given. We will enter into a period of watchful waiting. Mother will call if symptoms resume.
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
