HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 15-year-old young man. Mother brings him in today due to having a puncture wound on his left lower leg. He states it has been hurting a bit more today. He feels the pain when he walks on it. Also, he has associated erythema and warmth to that same area as well. It is more toward the distal aspect of his shin on the left leg. Apparently, they have a chicken coop and he was chasing one of the chickens and trying to pick them up and, in doing so, his leg crossed a partial barbed wire fence line and he received a puncture wound to the anterior portion of the left lower shin. No other issues brought forth today.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for drugs, alcohol or smoking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, well groomed.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 118/69. Pulse 59. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.2. Oxygenation 100% on room air. Current weight 145 pounds.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: Examination of that left lower extremity, as stated above, he does have an obvious puncture wound at the anterior portion, surrounding erythema and associated warmth as well. No discharge noted.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Puncture wound associated cellulitis. The patient will be given tetanus shot and also Augmentin 875 mg b.i.d. for 10 days. He will monitor his symptoms for improvement and return to clinic if not achieving good success.
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
