DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 70-year-old white male that is a patient of Dr. Corredera that comes here for a consultation regarding a cystic lesion in the upper pole of the right kidney. The patient underwent a MRI of the abdomen with and without contrast and there was an exophytic right upper pole cystic lesion with signal characteristics suggestive of a complex cyst. There was diffuse thickening of the wall that was about 3 mm with the mural enhancement. In the evaluation of this lesion, it would be just observation and we will suggest to repeat the MRI in six months just to compare the lesion and see if there is growth that we should be concerned about. On the other hand, the patient has a normal kidney function with an estimated GFR of 68 mL/min. The serum creatinine on 04/11/2023 was 1.2 with a BUN of 26 with a GFR of 64.4 mL/min. There is no evidence of anemia and there is no evidence of proteinuria.

2. The patient has a fluctuating alkaline phosphatase that is difficult to establish the reason for it. There is no evidence of liver pathology or common duct pathology in the CT scan. The most likely explanation is could be related to the medication that he takes for the seizures.

3. The patient has a seizure disorder that is treated with the administration of Keppra and oxcarbazepine 300 mg twice a day. The patient has also a history of arterial hypertension that is controlled with the administration of amlodipine and telmisartan.

4. The patient has stress incontinence. He is treated with Myrbetriq 50 mg once a day.
