SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: The patient is a 34-year-old married Caucasian female who has a history of attention deficit disorder and has been doing fairly well on Adderall. Since she has been taking Adderall her function has significantly improved. Currently she is working as a driver and transports the patients from their home to the clinic for her cancer therapy. She claimed that she enjoyed her work and the medication is helping in the morning and noon. She is taking 10 mg in the morning and 10 mg at noon. She is happy, pleasant, cooperative and attentive. She described the medication changed her life. She is more productive having a job and taking care of her son and has not felt drowsy, sleepy or any suicidal or homicidal behavior. I appreciate her improvement and also provided insight oriented therapy and also education about the medication and also education ongoing problems and issues to which she agreed. There was no side effect of the medication.

ASSESSMENT: Attention deficit disorder significantly improved, improved performance and functioning.

PLAN: Continue Adderall 10 mg morning and 10 mg at noon, 60 tablets were ordered.
