The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for Telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Neylon described that he has been doing good. He has no problem with the medications or any depression or anxiety except last week he was having some problem because his car broke down and it will take long time to get it fixed, however he described otherwise his medication is working. He does not have any suicidal thoughts or any hallucinations or paranoid delusion. Sleeping and eating good taking all his medications. No side effect of the medicine. There was no involuntary movement. He was in good self-care and proper attire, having good eye contact.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder depressed, hypertension, osteoarthritis, and rheumatoid arthritis.

PLAN: Continue on Depakote ER 500 mg b.i.d. Cymbalta 30 mg daily, Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily and trazodone 50 mg daily. A 30 days medication were ordered. Risk, benefit and side effect explained. The patient was given insight into his ongoing difficulties and all other psychosocial issues. The patient described that he is feeling much better and compliance with the medication and does not have any problem with anything.
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
