The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for Telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Wendy described that she received refill of Ritalin from the pharmacy and since she stared taking medication she started doing much better. The patient has chronic history of attention deficit disorder with bipolar depression and has been doing good on Abilify 15 mg at bedtime and Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily and also recently she was added Ritalin 10 mg daily. Since then her mood has improved. She has been feeling much better. She denies any suicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. Her judgment and insight has improved. She looks calm, quiet, appropriate and happy. No irritability or agitation. The patient denies any suicidal thoughts or any symptoms of hallucination or delusion. She claimed that medication has been helping and she likes to continue the current treatment. I further discussed since she is doing better continue with the same medications and I will refill the prescription.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder depressed, attention deficit disorder.

PLAN: Continue her Ritalin 10 mg daily, Abilify 15 mg at bedtime, Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily, a 30-day supply ordered. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
