The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for Telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Leslie’s case was discussed with his wife Christine and also with Leslie. Leslie described that he has been doing fairly well and having no problem with the medication and he has been sleeping and eating good. However, Christine his wife recommended that his blood pressure has gone high and he has not been taking his blood pressure pill. She believes that probably Seroquel may be causing an increase in his blood pressure therefore she stopped giving him in the evening 100 mg of Seroquel. I further discussed that generally when Seroquel he is taking for longtime it generally decrease the blood pressure not increase the blood pressure therefore the chances are less, but since he has been on high blood pressure medication he is to follow it and follow with the primary care physician to which his wife is agreed. He also wanted that his medications to be refilled. Leslie has been pleasant, cooperative and attentive. No irritability or agitation. No suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Even his wife Christine has not reported any behavioral problem on the unit except exacerbation of high blood pressure.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder and hypertension.

PLAN: Continue on Seroquel 100 mg b.i.d and 400 mg at bedtime, Depakote ER 500 mg at bedtime. A 30-day supply was ordered. The patient was recommended to check with his PCP.

PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
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
