Mrs. Schreiner is a 69-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2017. She also has a history of hypothyroidism, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, coronary artery disease, vitamin D deficiency, ulcerative colitis, triple bypass surgery, coronary artery disease, Lyme’s disease and a positive ANA titer. For her diabetes, she is on Novolin 70/30 16 units twice a day. For breakfast, she usually has smoothie with a protein drink and avocado and peanut butter. She does not eat lunch and dinner is usually a meat and a vegetable.

Plan:
1. For her type II diabetes, my recommendation is to switch her off of the Novolin 70/30 and place her on once a day injection of Soliqua 20 units once a day. Her latest hemoglobin A1c is 6.7%. Recheck a hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel prior to her return.

2. For her coronary artery disease, the patient has a stress test scheduled on Tuesday of next week.

3. For her positive ANA titer of 1-1080, the patient has referred to Dr. Chapa, rheumatologist next week.

4. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

5. For her hypothyroidism, continue levothyroxine 50 mcg daily. Check a TPO antibody level and a thyroglobulin antibody level.

6. For her hyperlipidemia, continue rosuvastatin 10 mg daily.

Thank you for allowing me to participate in her management.
