CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Acetaminophen, allopurinol, linagliptin, atorvastatin, Biofreeze, bupropion, Depakote, dicyclomine, famotidine, Fioricet, gabapentin, ibuprofen, Latuda, levothyroxine, loperamide, losartan, meloxicam, omeprazole, simethicone, vitamin D3, and Zyrtec.

ALLERGIES: No known food or drug allergies.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As per above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 123/66, temperature 98.1, heart rate 73, respirations 18, blood sugar 94, and oxygen saturation 98% on room air. Physical examination grossly unchanged at this time.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Type II diabetes. Continue to monitor and treat with diet and medications.

5. Hypertension. Continue current medications.

6. Gout. Continue current medications.
