ALLERGIES: No known food or drug allergies.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 114/66, temperature 97.6, heart rate 66, respirations 18, blood sugar 174, and oxygen saturation 97% on room air. Physical examination grossly unchanged at this time.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Hyperlipidemia. Continue current medications.

2. Hypertension. Continue current medications.
