The patient immediately lost the consciousness.  The patient tells me that he was out of consciousness for one minute.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient has severe headache after that.  The patient went to the Medical Bay.  The patient was confused for the rest of that day.  The patient currently has severe headaches.  The patient tells me that he has constant headache.  He has debilitating migraines.  The patient also has visual field deficits according to him.  The patient tells me that he has blurred vision on the left visual fields.  The patient tells me that he also has loss of peripheral vision on test.  The patient has difficulty sleeping at night.  The patient is not able to tolerate loud sounds.  The patient is not able to tolerate loud noise.  The patient cannot be around loud noises, such as music, cars, and fighter jets.  The patient also has significant light sensitivity.

The patient has been taking sumatriptan and gabapentin for the headaches.  They are helping a little bit, but not completely.

The patient currently is on active duty for the navy.  The patient is a jet engine mechanic.  The patient tells me that his symptoms are affecting his job.  The patient tells me that he has significant difficulty to be around fighter plane any more because of the loud sound.  The patient tells me that he is unable to stay in loud sound because it provokes headaches.  The headaches are consistent.  The patient tells me that he has difficulty to concentrate when he has headaches.  The patient also vision problems.  The patient does not see out of his left visual fields.  The patient also has loss of peripheral vision according to him on vision test.
