HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Ms. Henrique is a 101-year-old Caucasian female seen today on round. She is hemodynamically and clinically stable. There has been no endorsement of nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, constipation, abdominal pain, chest pain, vision changes, hearing changes or bleeding. There are no acute concerns from the bedside nurse at this time.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: IBS, GERD, coronary artery disease, hyperlipidemia, diabetes, hypothyroidism, and Alzheimer's dementia.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Acetaminophen, mesalamine, Aricept, metoprolol, Namenda, ondansetron, tramadol, Xanax, and Zyrtec.

ALLERGIES: No known food or drug allergies. 

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As per above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 120/76, temperature 97.1, heart rate 72, respiration 18, oxygen saturation 96% on room air. Physical examination grossly unchanged at this time.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Functional quadriplegia. Continue current therapy and assistance with ADLs.

2. Bedridden. Continue current therapy and assistance with ADLs.

3. Endstage Alzheimer's disease. Continue current medications and assistance with ADLs.

4. Peripheral artery disease. We will continue to monitor. Off of medications at this time. The patient’s family defers change in medical treatment.
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
