PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 123/64, temperature 97.6, heart rate 68, respirations 18, and oxygen saturation 97% on room air. Physical examination grossly unchanged at this time.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Type II diabetes. Continue to monitor and treat with diet and medication.

2. Hypertension. Continue current medication.
