This is a progress report on Hilpa Patel.

Hilpa is known to me from before. She is 54-year-old female. She is a flight attendant at Southwest Airlines. She does not smoke or drink. She says she may be allergic to sulfa.

Today, she presents with history of cough ongoing for last several days, shortness of breath, low-grade fever, and bouts of cough, which at time is persistent and intractable and that also makes her significantly short of breath and this has been going on for last several days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient had COVID several times in the past. She has been hospitalized also in Frisco Plano area for pneumonia. The patient had been seen in the office on several occasions also with cough, fever, and shortness of breath resulting from bronchitis or pneumonia.

She has been fully vaccinated with COVID-19 vaccines and according to her she checked it at home and she is COVID negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: A 54-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 1 inch tall, weighing 106 pounds, and blood pressure 149/81.

HEENT: Normocephalic.

Eyes/ENT: Showed dryness and redness of the eyes. Throat is congested with post nasal drip. Sinuses are tender especially maxillary.

Neck: Lymph nodes small palpable in the neck especially on left side. JVP flat.

Lungs: Showed occasional wheezing especially on the left side and rare rales on the left.

Heart: Tachycardia.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSES:

1. Acute bronchitis rule out recurrent pneumonia.

2. History of chronic neutropenia.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and draw CBC, CMP, alcohol and give her intravenous Rocephin 2 g IV and put her on levofloxacin 500 mg daily for two to three weeks. Also, we will give her Advair and also she was advised to continue her inhaler that she has from before. She is advised for followup in the two weeks.
