Dear Dr. Barton:

Thank you again for your continued support.

This mutual patient Mr. Bruce is 63-year-old who has multiple myeloma. He has been on systemic chemotherapy. He has responded well. Today, he comes for evaluation the only symptoms he has is continued shortness of breath requiring ongoing nasal oxygen.

He has significant COPD. He has been heavy smoker in the past and recently he did have pneumonia as well as COVID pneumonia he is just recovering.

He was recently diagnosed to have multiple myeloma, which was in September 2022 at that time his IgG level was 7800 and he had multiple lytic lesions in the bone. The patient since has been started on chemotherapy with Velcade, dexamethasone, and Revlimid. He has tolerated it well. Today, he is here for his Velcade injection.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is 63-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Weight 180 pounds, blood pressure 133/72, and oxygen saturation is 93%.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Showed diminished air entry at both bases.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Obese.

Extremities: No edema.
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LABS: Hemoglobin 8.7 and hematocrit 28.2. His iron studies were normal. Hemoglobin A1c was 6.4 and his recent IgG level has come down to 832.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Multiple myeloma.

2. COPD.

3. Diabetes mellitus.

4. On systemic chemotherapy with VRD.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give him Velcade shot today. Also, we will go ahead and give him Retacrit for his anemia.

ADDENDUM: Anemia as a diagnosis and most likely from his multiple myeloma and also from chemotherapy.

So he received Retacrit 40,000 unit today and Velcade 3.5 mg subQ. We will see him in one week.
