The patient is seen here with history of cough and congestion with postnasal drip for the past three days. She thinks she may have been exposed to COVID. She wants to see her PCP, but requires negative COVID test to be seen.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has a past history of allergic rhinitis, multiple sclerosis and COPD.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She used to smoke a pack a day, but quit since 2018.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress other than disability from multiple sclerosis, requiring cane to ambulate. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
COVID test performed in the office was negative.
DIAGNOSES: Upper respiratory infection with possible sinusitis, history of exposure to COVID and multiple sclerosis.

PLAN: Given prescription for Z-PAK with followup with PCP Dr. Shaffer as soon as possible as requested by the patient.
