Ms. Marte is a 53-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her prediabetes management as well as her thyroid evaluation. The patient was noted to have an enlarged left thyroid lobe with mild tracheal deviation on the left side. This was dated on CT scan of 01/30/2023. She reports a history of prediabetes, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, bipolar disorder and anxiety. She reports symptoms of palpitations, fatigue, dry skin, bipolar disorder and hair loss.

Plan:
1. For evaluation of her thyroid gland, the patient had a CT scan on 01/30/2023 indicating an enlarged left thyroid lobe with mild tracheal deviation. As a result of the CT scan, I will order a thyroid ultrasound to delineate her thyroid gland and assess for any thyroid nodules and further assess the left lobe mild tracheal deviation.

2. I will also check thyroid function studies including a TSH, free T4 and free T3 level as well as a TPO antibody level and a thyroglobulin antibody level.

3. For her prediabetes, we will order a fasting comprehensive metabolic panel. The patient states that she would like to see me through her primary care provider.

4. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

5. For her hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy.

6. Followup with primary care provider.
