PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, otitis media, acute renal failure (on dialysis). He was last dialyzed yesterday. He states he dialyzed on Tuesday, Thursday and Saturdays. Otitis media.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Surgeries on his left leg, not sure was not too precise on what type of surgery. He has had surgery in his left leg.

MEDICATIONS:

1. Carvedilol 25 mg.

2. Ciprofloxacin 500 mg.

3. Hydralazine.

ALLERGIES: None.
VACCINATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He denies tobacco use, alcohol use and drug use.

FAMILY HISTORY: None.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in mild distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98% at room air.

Blood pressure 130/75.

Pulse 91.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.2.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs. 
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RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. 

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly. No guarding. His dialysis site is on his right anterior chest wall lesion. The catheter looks in good repair. No intervention indicated. No signs of infection. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X is normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Chronic renal failure, on dialysis.

2. Nausea and vomiting.

3. Hypertension.

PLAN: The patient was educated on his condition and we talked about the importance of keeping up with his dialysis days and times he will not miss any appointment. He states he understands. 

The patient was sent home with the following medication: Zofran 8 mg one p.o. SL q.6h. p.r.n.

He was given the opportunity to ask question and he states he has none.
