Marilyn Domarco was seen for evaluation.

She has been previously diagnosed with thyroid cancer and had surgery and radioiodine ablation back in 2011 and had a lymphadenectomy on the right neck in 2013.

There has been no evidence of recurrence of her thyroid cancer since then.

She had been seen by Dr. Charles Taylor who was recently retired.

An ultrasound performed in August 2022 has revealed no evidence of masses in her neck or pathological lymph nodes.

Past history is otherwise notable for hypertension and hypothyroidism.

Family history is notable for esophageal cancer in her brother and diabetes.

Social History: She has worked in various jobs including restaurants and filing and does not smoke or drink alcohol.

Current Medications: Synthroid 0.1 mg, eight pills per week, hydrochlorothiazide 10 mEq daily, Cardizem 125 mg twice daily, and losartan 100 mg daily.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 122/80, weight 192 pounds, and BMI is 31.2. Pulse was 70 per minute. There was a healed thyroidectomy scar but no neck lymphadenopathy. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Repeat lab studies shown a TSH of 0.13 and free T4 1.26 both satisfactory. The serum thyroglobulin was less than 1, but she has positive antithyroglobulin antibodies.

IMPRESSION: Previous metastatic thyroid cancer with satisfactory lab test at this point. She also has hypertension and anxiety.

I have recommended that she takes slightly less levothyroxine, skipping one pill one Sunday each month.

Return for followup in one year.
