CHIEF COMPLAINT: He was seen regarding stroke history with right hemiplegia, right above knee amputation and seizure history. He also has a diagnosis of bipolar disorder.

HISTORY: Mr. Childers is pleasant and content and has showed no signs of anxiety or behavioral problems today. His nurse had no major concerns at present. He has a high right above the knee amputation. He also has right hemiplegia. He denies new symptoms. There is no headache, chest pain, shortness of breath and report no seizures lately. He is stable with respect to his history of bipolar disorder.  He also has history of adjustment disorder with mixed disturbance in emotion and conduct.

He himself denies new complaints and is content.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: No chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, abdominal pain, fever and denies any GI or GU complaints.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed or ill appearing. Vital Signs: Temperature 98, pulse 83, respiratory rate 17, blood pressure 111/60, oxygen saturation 95%. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Oral mucosa is normal. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Nontender. Neurologic: He has right hemiplegia. Musculoskeletal: He has high right above knee amputation, but there is no acute joint inflamamtion, effusion or changes.

Assessment/plan:
1. He has had stroke with right hemiplegia and I will continue aspirin 81 mg daily.

2. He has history of seizures and I will continue Dilantin 200 mg daily. These are stable.

3. He has history of anxiety and I will continue buspirone 10 mg daily and 5 mg at bedtime.

4. There is diagnosis given of bipolar disorder and adjustment disorder, but he seems to be stable with respect to emotions and he is not on any specific medications for this.

5. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
