The patient presents with history of coughing worse at night for the past two weeks, getting worse this week. She states she has vomited this morning and yesterday afternoon with coughing.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Fever, congestion, and questionable sore throat for the past 14 days per mother.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight inflammation of pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Few scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
Strep and flu tests were performed both of which were negative.
IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with non-strep pharyngitis with apparent bronchitis per history.
PLAN: Given prescription for azithromycin and Bromfed with instructions to follow up with pediatrician if not clearing or with urgent care if needed.
