The patient states this has been going on for approximately two or three or probably four weeks, came in because he states he has increased itching. He states the rash is located on the left lateral surface of his chest. He denies new soaps, new lotion, new pets, or new detergent.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.
Blood pressure 136/81.

Pulse 72.
Respirations 18.
Temperature 98.1.

HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CHEST: On the left lateral surface, there is a 1.2 cm flat hyperpigmented macule blanches to palpation. No tenderness to palpation. No discharge. No bleeding. No fluctuance.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Rash.

2. Pruritus.
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PLAN: The patient was prescribed the following: clobetasol 0.05% cream, he will apply b.i.d. for 14 days. He is to come back after 14 days to a month for reevaluation. If lesion is still present, I will go ahead and biopsy it for a definitive diagnosis.

He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
