FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION

This 66-year-old woman has been seen for face-to-face evaluation for continuation on hospice services with endstage COPD. She also suffers from CHF, tobacco abuse, history of stroke recently while on hospice, severe weakness and confusion with gargled speech.

Since the last visit, the patient has lost more weight. She is very weak. She is at high risk of falls. She has difficulty moving around the house. Her caregiver states that she is eating very little. She has a KPS score of 40%. She is also having issues with shortness of breath. Previously, she had been evaluated for oxygen, but she refused all oxygen at home. Subsequently, she is only receiving nebulizer treatment. Given her weight loss, increased shortness of breath at rest and with activity as well as decreased appetite, protein-calorie malnutrition and other comorbidities, the patient continues to be hospice appropriate and is continuing to decline. The patient most likely has less than six months to live on hospice care. Hospice nurse will provide aides as well as nursing evaluation of the patient’s needs at home and continue educating the patient’s caregiver regarding her needs.
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
