History: Ms. Cobb was seen today after several months. Ms. Cobb has history of major depression. She was on Prozac 30 mg a day total and was doing well. We had to add Wellbutrin XR 150 mg on her last visit. Today, she tells me this visit is almost four and half months later when we did not refill her medicines and then she has come in. The patient was examined. PHQ-9 and anxiety questionnaires were done. The patient states she feels much better. She feels everything is under control. No suicidal ideations. The patient’s last blood work was in March 2022. A lab slip was given to the patient today to do the labs and monitoring her medications and the side effects. A 90-day prescription was given to the patient and sent through Express Scripts and 90-day prescription of hydroxyzine given to the patient. Med list reconciled. The patient is stable, but I still discussed about TMS treatments that have helped the people function much improved and she did want to discuss this and read about it further. She will be seen in the office in two to three months unless there is a problem in her labs.
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
