History: Mr. Hill was seen today. He is a 70-plus-year-old African American male with multiple medical problems including:

1. Type II diabetes mellitus.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. Sleep apnea.
He had a sudden onset of dizzy spell in November 2022, at which time he was admitted to the hospital. A heart catheterization done did not reveal any blockage. He was found to have poor ejection fraction. He was found to have left bundle-branch block and an ejection fraction of 25%. He was given a LifeVest, which he wore for several months. The patient was then referred by Dr. Larson to Scott & White Clinic electrophysiologist and the electrophysiologist did echocardiogram, medication management again and it was finally decided that he should get a defibrillator put in to improve his cardiac function and that was placed in later part of March and he has had cardiac rehab therapy since. The patient’s med list reconciled. New medications added noted. The defibrillator incision is clean and the patient is going to follow up with the cardiologist and the electrophysiologist for this defibrillator. He does have sleep apnea and uses sleep apnea machine at home. He does see pulmonologist also and recently he had a visit. His sugars seemed to be doing good and rest of the physical is as in the chart. New thing noted is LifeVest is out and defibrillator is placed over the left side of chest and new med list reconciled. Also, noted is the ABI test done by Medical Matrix that makes home visits and it shows normal ABI on the right side and slightly low on the left side and I have advised the patient to keep walking and stay away from tobacco products. The patient understands plan of treatment.
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
