History: I am doing Medicare Advantage physical on Lonnie Heslip. His last physical was in April 2022 early and this is end of April 2023. The patient has multiple problems and noncompliance. He tells me he did go and see Dr. Lindsay and I have reviewed the notes. It does not look like he has any retinopathy, but he is going to have dilated eye exam. The second thing is he did go and see the kidney doctor. The patient has stage III kidney disease secondary to long-standing hypertension. To me, this kidney function has worsened, but Dr. Vasudev’s note reveals the patient’s function is still stage III kidney disease and they are going to follow him with serial exams and blood tests and was advised to avoid NSAIDs. No other treatment was provided. Advance care planning discussed with the patient. Medication list reviewed and reconciled.

The patient advised to fill out all the parameters like PHQ-9, anxiety, Mini-Cog, and pain assessment. Viagra 100 mg tablet was refilled. The patient does have history of enlarged prostate and was advised to see another urologist in Houston or bigger city because of the size of his prostate and the urologists here did not feel comfortable removing the prostate. The patient so far has not made any attempt to see another urologist who would touch his prostate and he keeps postponing problem with his health. He is going to be seen in the office in a month.
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
