He states first when he saw the specialist about his prostate, he stated two biopsies were taken; first one was nonconclusive and the second one was positive for prostate cancer. The surgeon told him that the cancer was so mild that it does not behoove for him to have biopsy or any other treatment. The patient states he has 120 degrees flexion of his left knee and he hopes for 130 degrees flexion which is fine with me. The patient states he was advised the fusion biopsy by the radiologist at St. Joseph and as he knows that his biopsy was a very, very low-grade, mild form of cancer that he did not want to spend a lot of time getting exposed to radiation and treatment.
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
