History: Ms. Soto was seen after several months. Ms. Soto was wanting refill on her atorvastatin 10 mg and ropinirole and it has been more than six months when we saw her. The patient states she has finished her mammograms which are normal. She had colonoscopy that showed about six polyps of all different sizes, but nothing was cancerous. When I examined the patient today, I felt like she was having irregular heart beat. An EKG done showed multiple PVCs or junctional low atrial PACs. The patient has had brain aneurysm and others. I think it is a good idea she gets a cardiology consult because I am worried about sudden onset of atrial fibrillation with these PACs. So, a cardiology referral will be done. The patient’s ropinirole and atorvastatin were refilled. She will also need a chest x-ray and I am going to see her in the office in the first week of June.
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
