Thank you for this referral.

Ms. Gordon has been known to me for last several years. She is 68-year-old female who has chronic immunodeficiency and history of frequent sepsis. She comes for IVIG infusion every month.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate. She moans at times.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of profound intellectual disability due to PKU, history of autistic disorder, history of seizure disorder, history of immunodeficiency, and frequent sepsis.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is in a wheelchair and keeps the eyes closed. She is combative.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.
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LAB DATA: Her last lab showed WBC of 3.2, hemoglobin 11.2, platelet 111 this may be partly due to little dilation because of the blood was drawn from the port. Her serum IgA was 68 normal should be 87 to 352.

DIAGNOSIS: History of immunodeficiency and frequent sepsis.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give her Gammagard 40 g in 250 of the sodium chloride over two hours and upon completion we will flush the port and discontinue the IV.
