REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Rhinorrhea. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Papules noted scattered to upper lip and perioral area. Neurological: Within normal limits.
Strep screen negative.

IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with folliculitis.
PLAN: The patient is given azithromycin and Alahist for congestion with topical care of lesions on face. Follow up with pediatrician and here p.r.n.
