Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. The patient had strep test performed which was positive.

PLAN: The patient is given a prescription for amoxicillin to take for 10 days. Follow up as necessary.
