The patient with history of recurrent pruritic rash to right forearm and right chest off and on for the past four months or so, has been given steroid cream before by pediatrician with partial clearing, but with recurrence without benefit of additional use of steroid cream.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Mother in preschool.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Right antecubital and right anterolateral chest with inflammation and eczematous type.

IMPRESSION: Possible atopic dermatitis. 

PLAN: Advised to take over-the-counter liquid Benadryl. Given Lubriderm to take for now with history of having an appointment to see pediatrician in two to three days for long-term care without other medications prescribed at this point.
