Ms. Feagin is a 55-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2007. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, preglaucoma and diabetic retinopathy. She also has a history of schizophrenia. For her diabetes, she is on Basaglar based on a sliding scale, Rybelsus 40 mg once daily, glimepiride 4 mg twice daily, Januvia 100 mg daily, Trulicity 1.5 mg once weekly and Jardiance 25 mg once daily. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia or polyphagia. She reports that her diabetes is complicated by neuropathy in her feet and diabetic retinopathy.

Plan:
1. For her type II diabetes, her current hemoglobin A1c is 7.6%. I am going to simplify her diabetic regimen and place her on Mounjaro 5 mg once weekly and we will hold the Trulicity, Januvia and Rybelsus therapy. I will recommend Basaglar 30 units once daily and Synjardy 12.5/1000 mg twice daily as well as glimepiride 4 mg twice a day.

2. We will plan on bringing the patient back in one month to reassess her glycemic control after making these changes.

3. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

4. For her hyperlipidemia, we will check a current lipid panel. She is on rosuvastatin 20 mg daily.

5. Followup with primary care provider, Dr. Carmelita Lim.
