Ms. Olitzky is a 67-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2018. She also has a history of hypothyroidism, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, GERD, anemia, osteoporosis, COPD, chronic kidney disease stage II, insomnia and multiple sclerosis. She also has a history of coronary artery disease. For her diabetes, she is on Toujeo 14 units each evening and NovoLog based on a sliding scale. She failed metformin due to GI side effects. Her latest hemoglobin A1c is 11.4%.

Plan:
1. For her uncontrolled type II diabetes, her current hemoglobin A1c is 11.4%. I will increase her Toujeo to 18 units once daily and add NovoLog based dose of insulin 6 units with each meal plus her sliding scale.

2. I will also give the patient a prescription for Gvoke Glucagon therapy to be used in case of emergency of low blood sugars below 40.

3. We will discuss the FreeStyle Libre monitor. At this point, the patient is not amenable to placing a monitor. However, I do believe that continuous glucose monitoring will be important in this patient.

4. For her hypothyroidism, continue levothyroxine 88 mcg daily.

5. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

6. For her hyperlipidemia, check a current lipid panel.

7. Followup with primary care provider.
