Ms. Archer is a 70-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 1990. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia and is intolerant to statin therapy and is taking red yeast rice. She also has a history of pulmonary embolism in her lungs about seven years ago. For her diabetes, she is on Levemir 15 units each evening, Glyxambi 25/5 mg once daily and glipizide 10 mg twice a day. Her last hemoglobin A1c was 9.7%. She failed metformin therapy secondary to GI side effects. She reports that her biggest meal is at dinnertime.

Plan:
1. For her type II diabetes, her current hemoglobin A1c is 9.7%. We are going to recommend changing her diabetic therapy and placing her on Xultophy 20 units once daily and glipizide 10 mg once daily and Glyxambi 25/5 mg once daily.

2. We will plan on seeing the patient in one month to reassess her glycemic control after making the above changes and recheck hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel prior to her return.

3. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

4. For her hyperlipidemia, she is intolerant to statin therapy and therefore, she takes natural supplementation with red yeast rice.

5. Followup in one month.
