HISTORY: This is a 62-year-old female here with discolored urine and frequent urination. The patient stated that she was recently seen at the emergency room where she had multiple tests including CBC, CMP, and a CT scan of her abdomen. She states she has a history of diverticulitis and was seen today because of an acute episode. However, today, she states she has no abdominal pain. No bloody diarrhea. She states she recently completed Septra and Flagyl for her diverticulitis and is doing well. She states at that visit, she was advised by the ER doctor to establish care with a primary care doctor because her urine was discolored. She is here to establish that care.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Diverticulitis.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: C-section and hysterectomy.

MEDICATIONS: Septra and Flagyl.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient endorses use of marijuana, use of tobacco and alcohol.
FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 94% at room air.

Blood pressure 109/75.

Pulse 71.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.2.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity.

RESPIRATORY: No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.
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EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Dehydration.

2. Frequent urination.

PLAN: Urinalysis was done today in the clinic. Urinalysis is unremarkable. No abnormality noted.

The patient and I had a lengthy discussion about establishing primary care. She was advised to return to have fasting labs so we can establish more detail medical issues and to start chronic medications. She states she understands and will comply. She was advised to increase fluids, drink recommended water. She states she understands and will comply.
