PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies double vision or blurred vision. He reports discomfort in his eyes; sometimes itches and sometimes painful. All systems were reviewed and were negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

HEENT: Eyes: Injected conjunctiva and green discharge. PERLA. EOM full range of motion with no restrictions. Visual Acuity: Left eye 20/20, right eye 20/25, both eyes 20/20 without corrections. Orbit: No edema or erythema. No tenderness to palpation. Lid: No edema or erythema. No tenderness to palpation. Funduscopic Exam: There is good red reflex. No cotton wool spots. No AV nicking. No cupping of the optic nerve.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Acute conjunctivitis.

2. Red eyes.

PLAN: The patient was discharged with the following medication: TobraDex 0.3/0.1% ophthalmic solution two drops t.i.d. for 10 days, 10 mL.

The patient was advised not to go to work until Thursday as this condition is contagious and can impact his other co-workers.
