HISTORY: This is a 59-year-old gentleman here with cough. The patient stated that this has been going on for approximately a month and has gotten worse in the last two or three days. He states he is coughing up green sputum. He indicated that he was exposed to his wife who has similar symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient reports myalgia and chills. He denies increased temperature. Denies chest pain. He states he has some discomfort in his chest whenever he coughs. Denies nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea.
He stated that he had a home COVID test and it was negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

HEENT: Nose: Congested with green discharge. Erythematous and edematous turbinates. Nares are congested. Ears: No effusion. No erythema. TM is without erythema or bulging. Good light reflex.
RESPIRATORY: Poor inspiratory and expiratory effort. He has diffuse inspiratory and expiratory wheezes. No use of accessory muscles. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Acute bronchitis.

2. Tobacco use disorder.

3. COPD.

4. Acute rhinitis.

PLAN: In the clinic today, the patient received the following injections:

1. Dexamethasone 10 mg IM.

2. Rocephin 1 g IM.
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He was observed in the clinic for an additional 15/20 minutes and then reevaluated. He indicated that he is beginning to feel a little better.

The patient was advised to increase fluids and to stop smoking. He indicated that he understands and will comply. I strongly encouraged to come back to the clinic if worse or go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed.
